The 36-year-old allowed four
runs in 5% innings, earning the
win and ultimately outpitching
Price, whom the Yankees roughed
up for seven runs in less than
three innings to complete a four-
game sweep.

H DiMaggio has become almost

routine for infielder Gleyber
Torres throughout his second
season with the Yankees. On
Aug. 3, the 22-year-old lifted his
team to victory with a pair of home
runs — he just missed a third on a
seventh-inning double — joining
DiMaggio as the only Yankees to
record five multi-homer games in a

single season before turning 23.

“Ijust try to help my team,” Torres
said after the game. “I just tried to
relax and control what I can do.”

The feat marked the seventh
multi-homer game of Torres’
career, and at the time, 16 of his 23
homers were clubbed against AL
East opponents. “The power to all
fields, that’s the biggest thing,”
Aaron Judge said. “You never know
when he’s going to leave the park.”
